There are two easy-grade walking loop tracks to explore.
One meanders beside the Mossman River through the lush 
rainforest (River Circuit Track) and the second extends 
deeper (Rainforest Circuit Track) with a suspension bridge 
that boasts spectacular views of Mossman River and the 
unique flora and fauna of the Daintree Rainforest. 
For a real appreciation of the Gorge, join an Indigenous 
guided Dreamtime Walk tour to get a deeper insight into 
the ancient flora and fauna of the rainforest, and learn 
about traditional plant uses and Kuku Yalanji culture. 

HOW TO GET TO MOSSMAN GORGE
A shuttle bus operates between Mossman Gorge Centre  
and the Gorge departing every 15 minutes between 8am  
and 5.30pm daily.
